Tuesday’s results could
amplify pressure on US health
officials todelay second doses of
AstraZeneca’svaccine, thoughit
has not yet been authorised by
the country. The vaccine
appeared more effective when
the interval between the two
shots was longer than the origi-
nally intended four-week gap,
the Oxford and AstraZeneca
researchers found. —NYT
