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NBFCs expect higher credit
loss on Covid woes: EY study

NON-BANKING FINANCIAL
COMPANIES (NBFCs) are
expecting higher credit loss as
wellasanincreasein provision
coverage rates, mainly due to
the impact of the coronavirus
pandemic, according to a
study. The study by consul-
tancy EYisbased onananalysis
of the standalone financial
statements of 42 NBFCs,
including 14 housing finance
companies (HFCs), for the year
ended March 31,2020.

The companies have
reported an “increase in
expected credit loss (ECL)
allowance by 33% and an over-
all increase in provision cover-
agerateby26%asonMarch 31,
2020, compared to the year
ended March 31,2019” Further,
COVID-19 impact accounted
for19% of the ECLallowanceas
on March 31 thisyear.

According to the study,
'Expected credit loss analysis
for non-banking financial
companies', released on
Monday, there has been an
overall increase in gross loans
of NBFCs by 7.63% and HFCs
by 2.449%.

More than 100 other ser-
vices, including money trans-
fer, bill payments and
recharges, land and building
tax payment, bus, flight and
movie ticket booking, birth,
death and marriage certifi-
cates, passport, PAN card,
Fastag and insurance services
are available on the app,
sources said.

ECL allowance on stage 1 and
stage 2 by 56%asagainst 25%
increase in ECL allowance on
stage 3 assets. “ECL expense
hasincreased by 219% for the
yearended March 31, 2020 as
compared toyearended March
31,2019.Also, the companies
reported a COVID-19 impact
of 329% of the ECL expense for
the year ended March 31,
2020.The cost of risk ratio has

increased by 2029%,” EY said.

Stage 1 refers to loans with
no significant increase in
credit risk while Stage 2 indi-
cates loans with significant
risein credit risk.Stage 3 refers
to credit impaired loans.

Sandip Khetan, partnerand
national leader (financial
accounting advisory services)
at EYIndia,said theincreasein
ECL allowance seems to be
largely attributable to the
impact of COVID-19 and other
macro-economic factors.

The study evaluated the
change in ECL allowance and
expense, change in provision
coverage rates, the magnitude
of the COVID-19 impact and
other key parameters.

Jigar Parikh, partner (finan-
cial accounting advisory ser-
vices)at EYIndia,said as NBFCs
gear up for financial results for
the coming quarters as well as
the year end, they will have to
considertheimpact of the chal-
lenges on the economy, addi-
tional insights on the economic
impact of the pandemic and
several regulatory develop-
ments as a part of stimulus
packages provided by the gov-
ernment. “ECL estimates may
have to be revised in the wake
of these developments,’he said.

The initial challenge due to
the pandemic were restric-
tions on the movement of
workers,leading to shortage of
workforce for cultivation espe-
cially plucking or picking,
delay in streamlining the sup-
ply chain, as movement of

South India has been
reporting lower crop during
last five years and it main-
tained status quo in this pan-
demic year. Prices were on an
increase since July due to sup-
ply issues which was very
much needed for the suste-
nance of this sector. However,
in the last few auction sales,
there was a severe fall in price
realisation and quantity sold
at auctions, and the latest
prices are on parwith Novem-

ber 2019 levels.

Upasi has been talking about
an absurd tax on coffee in
respect tovalueaddition.Can
you explainit?

A grower of coffee needs to go
through various stages of pro-
cessing to make it ready for
sale. At each stage, there is a
value being created for the
farmer. Rule 7B(1) was intro-
duced in the year 2001 and to
quote, “Income derived from
sale of coffee grown and cured
by the seller in India shall be
computed as if it were derived
from business, and 25% of
such income shall be deemed
tobeincomeliable to tax”. Cur-
ing is nothing but a process

This
hasbeen furtherstrengthened
with the fortnightly portfolio
disclosures for fixed-income
funds,it added.

According to Morningstar
biannual Global Investor Expe-
rience report on disclosure,

India, along with the US,
received ‘top’grades due to their
robust disclosure practices. The

two markets feature global

best practices for the disclo-
sure of portfolio manager
names, fund ownership and
compensation.

“India earns a top grade for
disclosure given the strength
of its requirements for
monthly portfolio holdings
disclosure, portfolio manage-
ment disclosure,and specifica-
tions for the simplified
prospectus,”’ the report noted.

The government may con-
sider coffee up to the stage of
“Curing” as an agricultural
produce and not to be taxed
under Rule 7B(1). “Curing” is
only an intermediary stage
before making the product
marketable but not the final
product which can be con-
sumed. This Rule 7B(1) dis-
suades the grower from going
in for value addition. Accord-
ingly, Income Tax Rule 7B be
amended to tax coffee only
from the stage of roastingand
powdering, where the actual
value addition takes place.
This would enable the grower
to sell his coffee after curing,
therebyenabling themtogeta
better price.

Exporters factor in the
MEIS benefits while quoting
their export price to the over-
seas buyers. Hence, any mid-
way changes in an ongoing
scheme will put the exporters
into tremendous hassle, lead-
ing to incurring huge losses
besides hardship in the work-
ing capital/cash flowissues.

Exports of plantation com-
modities need to be sup-
ported as they were at a com-
petitive disadvantage
compared to other exporting
origins due to infrastructural
inefficiencies and other asso-
ciated costs.The scheme
needs to be continued till a
new scheme is in place.
